application for Prop 39 funds by working on the
development of the scope of work, lighting sched-
ules, fixture counts, and technical specifications
for the lighting equipment.

The 2015 funds will be spent primarily on
retrofitting exterior lighting with energy efficient
LEDs and long-life ceramic metal halide fixtures
at twelve schools. The retrofit project started in
April 2015 and will be completed by September
2015. The rebate from AMP will be approximately
$45,000 and the estimated energy cost savings
are about $41,000 per year.
